Nevertheless, it may be necessary to share this information with other state, federal, and international regulatory agencies, with the NAIC, its affiliates or subsidiaries, and with state, federal, and international law enforcement authorities.  The purpose of this chapter is to generally set forth the appropriate procedures for the distribution and protection of such information.

(1) Any work papers, recorded information, documents or copies thereof produced by, obtained by or disclosed to the Commissioner or any other person in the course of any financial or market conduct examination conducted pursuant to Section 27-2-23, Code of Alabama 1975, may be withheld from public inspection if necessary, in the opinion of the Commissioner, to protect the person examined from unwarranted injury or to be in the public interest.  The market conduct annual statement filings made with the Department shall be confidential and not subject to public disclosure.

(2) Any such information shall be clearly marked "confidential" and shall be maintained by the department separate and distinct from all other records which are available for public inspection.

The party seeking the confidential information must, prior to receiving the information, agree in writing to provide the same confidential treatment as required by this chapter, unless the prior written consent of the person examined has been obtained.
